Searching for a specific book

Go to SOLO http://solo.ouls.ox.ac.uk
Search for beyond testing gipps
Click on This is 1 of 2 versions of this work.
For the [electronic resource] version, click on Online access (Get it).
Tip: at the next screen click on Open in a new window. This allows you to navigate using the browser buttons e.g. Back.
You are now in NetLibrary. Click on View this eBook.
Take a moment to explore the contents of the book.

Try the Search and Dictionary options.

Close NetLibrary and return to SOLO.

Searching for a specific e-book collection on SOLO
On the SOLO home page http://solo.ouls.ox.ac.uk click on New Search. 

Search for netlibrary
From the results list find NetLibrary (OCLC) and click on Online access.

Click on Open in a new window.

This takes you to NetLibrary’s home page for Oxford’s collection.
From here you can use Basic Search to explore our collection, by Full-text, Keyword, Title, Author or subject. 
Try this to discover what we have in your subject, e.g. public health. 
Notice the Help button at top right of page.
Open a NetLibrary book (don’t all choose the same one).

Practice navigating and searching. 

Set up a personal log-in and start adding notes and book marks.
Close NetLibrary and return to SOLO.

Refining your results in SOLO
On the SOLO home page http://solo.ouls.ox.ac.uk click on New Search. 

Search for handbook statistics
This gives almost 500 results. Click on the yellow tab Online resources to pick out the e-books.  

Take a moment to explore the Handbook of Statistics (Elsevier).

Setting the limits before you start a SOLO search
On the SOLO home page http://solo.ouls.ox.ac.uk click on New Search. 

In the search box, type creationism
Change the drop down options from All items to Books and from All libraries/collections to Online resources.
Click on Go.

Your results will exclude printed books, and journals.
Searching for e-books via Oxlip+

A good way to discover what online reference sources and subject packages we have is via the subject listings on Oxlip+.
Use the Oxlip+ link from the SOLO home page or navigate to http://oxlip-plus.ouls.ox.ac.uk.
On the Oxlip+ home page click on the Subject tab.

The box on the left is a list of subject areas, starting with general ones such as Reference Works, Language Dictionaries, Biographical Resources.

(Choose one of these and explore it if you wish.)

Scroll down the Subject box until you get to History. 
In the Sub-category box choose E-book packages and click on Go.

This shows a selection of relevant e-book collections.

Click on the [image: image1.png]


 icon on the right for information about the package. 

Choose a collection and open it by clicking on the database name.

Search Katherine Mansfield and Yeats for references to Daffodils. 

How many hits in Mansfield 

E-mail a paragraph on daffodils to yourself.
Find the database for Wittgenstein

Search for mental states in Wittgenstein. How many occurrences as a phrase can you find? 

Is it more effective to do a Simple search or Advanced Search using the proximity feature? 
Extend your mental states search to other philosophers. 
Searching Oxford Scholarship Online
Do a Quick Search for books on terrorism
Look at the results, then Refine by adding international
Sort by date.

Do an Advanced search on terrorism as a keyword

Repeat, putting “world trade center” into the full text box

Go back to the search (use the brown line) and qualify with dates, 2002-2005, and exclude economic subjects.

Look at the search results. Navigate to the pages with hits.
