1.  From Find Database > Title

Search for ‘law’ with ‘Contains’ selected. Number of results =
Search for ‘encyclopedia’ (select ‘Contains’). Is the Britannica included?

2.  From Find Database > Other options
Do a search using the Any Word and Type fields to find full text resources relevant to the topic ‘government’. Number of results =
3.  From Find Database > Subject
What different types of biographical resources are available?
Find the list of databases that is most relevant for your subject area.
4.  From any list of search results
Choose a resource and find out more information about it (e.g. who publishes it, what subject areas it covers).

Connect directly to the resource’s native interface.
5.  Logging in – as well as authenticating you for most resources, logging in also allows you to save results and set up alerts. Log in using your SSO.

6.  Find the resource IBSS (International Bibliography of the Social Sciences). Click on the magnifying glass symbol and search for a keyword.
How can you tell if we have full text access to the articles that are found?

Add three resources to My Articles, and go to My Research to see them there.
7.  My Research

Select all the results on your e-shelf, then click Save/email and email your results to yourself.

Select some results to move to a new folder. Click on Advanced, then on the new folder symbol, and give the folder a suitable name. Click on the left-pointing arrow to move selected results from the My Articles folder into the new folder.
8.  CrossSearch

Go to CrossSearch, select the ‘Subjects’ search type and choose a subject area.

Select two or three resources to cross search and search for a keyword of interest to you.

Choose an article and link through to the full text.
Return to the CrossSearch main screen and use the + symbol to add the resources you have just searched to your clipboard.

Go to My Research > My Databases to see the resources you have selected. (You need to be logged in to do this.) Click on the arrows to move each resource left, then on the save symbol to save them as your own ‘quickset’ of resources.

Return to CrossSearch and you will now be able to select ‘My databases’ from the search type menu.

9.  Alerts
Go to CrossSearch > Previous searches. Add your most recent search to your History.

Go to My Research > History and create an alert for this search. 
10.  Bibliographic databases
Go to CSA Illumina or another bibliographic database of your choice, and search for a keyword of your choice.

Choose an article and link to the full text.

Save some results and email them to yourself.

Go to search history and set up an alert (email or RSS) for the search you have just run (you may be prompted to register first).
