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Consulting Music Manuscripts and Special Collections, 2010-2015
For the duration of the closure of the New Bodleian Library building for major refurbishment, a large portion of the Library’s special collections has been moved to a temporary location elsewhere in Oxford. During this period, the affected collections are to be consulted in the temporary Special Collections Reading Room (SCRR) located in the Radcliffe Science Library (RSL), adjacent to the University Museum of Natural History on Parks Road.

This change affects the majority of music manuscripts, and a small quantity of printed music, which are now available for consultation only in the SCRR at the RSL. If you intend to visit the Library to consult music manuscripts or other special music material, please give advance warning to the Music staff who can advise on its availability. Please note also that space in the SCRR is limited and the reading room operates a booking system. Access to this material cannot be guaranteed to those who have not made prior arrangements. 

Duplicate copies of a small selection of reference materials (principally the Bodleian’s music manuscript catalogues) are available in the SCRR in addition to the Music reading area (now located in Duke Humfrey’s Library (DH)). The music microfilms currently housed in DH will remain there. Particular items from the Music open shelves in DH and printed music from the general music collections may be temporarily transferred to the SCRR for use in conjunction with music manuscripts if necessary. Please discuss your requirements with a member of the Music staff.
