	Simple search
	Use the search box and drop-down menus at the right of the screen.  Select boxes to specify the content you want to search.  Leaving boxes unchecked will search the whole database.

	Advanced search
	Select search criteria and the fields you want to search from the drop-down menus.  Enter the information you want to search on and select content boxes to narrow your search to particular areas of the database.

	Browsing
	Use the contents pane on the left of the screen to browse the law database.  Within each section, material is organised alphabetically, except for Case Studies, which are listed chronologically.



	SEARCH CONNECTORS
	Use ? as a wildcard to replace a single letter

e.g.: O?EC finds OPEC, OEEC

Use * as a wildcard for a number of letters

e.g.: disarm* finds disarm, disarmament, disarmed…

Note: wildcards can only be used with single word searches, not phrases.

Select “the phrase” from the drop-down menu on the advanced search screen to search for phrases.

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CIAO Focus, December 2005: Human Rights and the War
on Terror

The recent disclosure of covert “black site” prisons operated
by the CI4in Eastern Europe and Thailand, and allegations
that at least four detainees in those prisons died under
interrogation have sparked an acrimonious human rights
debate in Washington: Is the use of torture ever justified in
the war on terror? Senator John MeCain (R-A2) has
introduced  bill that would completely ban the use of “cruel,
inhuman, and degrading treatment" on all prisoners,
including suspected al-Qaeda members and other foreign
terrorists, McCain, who was tortured as a prisoner of war in
Vistnam, says that the secret prisons are hurting America’s
image abroad. The McCain bill passed overwhelmingly in the
Senate (90 to nine) but has met with staunch resistance
from members of the Bush administration. Vice President
Cheney and CIA chief Porter Gass in particular argue that.
the CIA must be permitted to use “cruel, inhuman and
degrading treatment” on certain detainees if it is to win the
war on terror.,

According to human rights droups, the United States is
currently holding up to 10,000 suspectsd terrorists in
detention centers in Iraq, Afghanistan, Guantanamo Bay and
several other countries. About 100 of these detainees are
being held in ClA-run prisons. The United States is a
signatory to the U.N. Convention Against Torture and Other
Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment,
which it ratified in 1994, However, the Bush administration
maintains that the ban on “cruel, inhuman and degrading
treatment” does not apply to forsign terrorist suspects
being held outside the borders of the United States.
