INTRODUCTION

The Sheldonian Thesatre is, and has been since the seventeenth century, aforum primarily for
university ceremonial. It was built between 1664 and 1669, funded by Gilbert Sheldon,
Archbishop of Canterbury and Chancellor of the University and designed by Christopher
Wren, Savilian Professor of Astronomy from 1661 to 1673.

The Sheldonian was one of Wren’sfirst public buildings and is acknowledged to be of great
importance in the classical influence which it had upon Oxford buildings. Classicismin
architecture was at its height in the mid-seventeenth century and Wren's basic source of
inspiration for the Sheldonian is thought to have been taken directly from the U-shaped
Theatre of Marcellusin Rome. Initsfiner architectural aspects, therefore, the Sheldonian has
always been the focus of much discussion and is seen as having been the standard-bearer for a
renaissance in public building in seventeenth-century Oxford. This recognition of the
importance to the history of Oxford of the Sheldonian can be seen in the emphasis which was
placed on its restoration in the Oxford Historic Buildings Appeal, begun in 1957.

The impetus behind the building of the Sheldonian was engendered by the desire of officers
of the University, such as John Fell, Dean of Christ Church and Vice-Chancellor, to remove
all secular activities from St Mary's Church, which had hitherto been the venue for university
ceremonial. While this was intended to be its primary function, however, it was aso used
from the time of its opening as a home for the developing Oxford University Press. Thisuse
of the theatre came to an end in 1713 with the opening of the Clarendon Building, purpose-
built for the Press.

Since this time, the Sheldonian has remained the venue for university ceremonial, principally
convocations, Encaenia, degree ceremonies and Romanes lectures. It has also been used for
university examinations, while the basement was used earlier in this century by the Bodlelan
as an extra book repository.

In addition to these official university uses of the theatre, it has remained available to the use
of the public for concerts and meetings. Responsibility for accepting or rejecting applications
from the public for the use of the Sheldonian in this way lies with the Curators of the
Sheldonian Theatre. This body was established by university statute in 1872 to have
responsibility for both the maintenance of the Theatre and its use. This statute stipulated that
there should be six curators, to include the Vice-Chancellor and Proctors, and three others,
who should be members of Convocation and nominated by the Vice-Chancellor and Proctors.

The records of the Curators for the years between 1912 and 1929 show the great variety of
applications which were received, requesting the use of the theatre, for example, for the
Oxford Diocesan Conferences and meetings on behalf of the Royal National Lifeboat
Association, the Red Cross War Library and the Workers' Educational Association. In
addition to such meetings, a large number of concerts have been held in the theatre.
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A further development in the body of the Curators of the Sheldonian at the beginning of the
twentieth century saw the emergence of the role of the Acting Curator, who acted for the
Curators as awhole. The first recognition in the minutes of the Curators of thisrolewasin
October 1906 and in the Oxford University Calendar in 1909. The title was not used after
1994 when the functions were assumed by the Chairman of the Curators (the Vice-Chancellor
having previously been the ex-officio Chairman).

The Sheldonian underwent a major restoration programme in the Oxford Historic Buildings
Appea between 1956 and 1963, supervised by the architects W Godfrey Allen and A
Llewellyn Smith. In a separate project between 1970 and 1972 Michael Black carved a new
set of ‘Emperors Heads' to replace the previous set at the front of the Sheldonian, which
dated from 1868 and were damaged beyond repair.

The records of the Curators of the Sheldonian came to the University Archivesin the early
1970s, but some items which are held with these records arrived separately: ST 37, ST 46A
and ST 48 were received from the University Officesin 1992; ST 46B (aduplicate of ST
46A), ST 51 and ST 53-78 were received from the Sheldonian in 2001 and ST 52 in 2002.
The papers of the architect A Llewellyn Smith relating to the Sheldonian restoration were
given to the Archives by hisson in 1978. ST 79-81 were received from Jeffrey Hackney, the
Chairman of the Curatorsin 2009 and 2010.

The
interest of this was to pay off a debt to the University which had been
incurred by the Sheldonian Theatre, and thereafter one half of the
interest was to be given to the Curators of the Theatre annually to
provide it with an accumulated income.
